Principal’s Communiqué

Dear Parents,
I appreciate the support that I have been given by each of you.  As I stated at our recent open houses, my focus is trifold.  First, the teachings of orthodox Roman Catholic Doctrine; second, to offer a superior quality education; and third, vigilance regarding the safety of our children.  To these ends, I have directed the following points in a relatively systematic manner for your serious consideration.
Roman Catholic Doctrine

· All grade levels are using a new religion text based on serious Roman Catholic Dogma as authorized by the United States Council of Catholic Bishops.

· The school day begins and ends with prayer.
· At the very beginning of the school year, I lead staff development in religious education.

· This past week, Monsignor conducted a full faculty meeting dedicated to the history of the Rosary.
· Beginning next week, your child will receive a Rosary from me and we will begin Eucharistic Adoration on Fridays.

Super Quality Education
· I have observed each faculty member teaching in their specific class at least twice this month and I am very satisfied and excited about what is going on in the classrooms.
· Based on meeting with the math chairpersons at Fremd, Palatine and St. Viator High Schools, I have decided to upgrade the 6th through 8th grade mathmatics program, including the purchase of new texts for all 6th graders.

· I am grateful to the Parents’ Association, for providing us with the necessary funds to purchase the 6th grade math series.

· Please be advised that in keeping with superior quality education, any athlete who receives either two D’s or one F on their grade reports, will be prevented from participating in competitive games, until I am informed by their teacher that grades have improved.
· All 8th grade students will take the Explorer test on October 18th and October 20th, in lieu of testing at District 211 schools on December 3rd.

Student Safety
· During the month of September, St. Theresa School successfully performed two fire drills – one of which was witnessed by the Palatine Fire Department.
· The Palatine Police Department conducted thorough and age appropriate presentations regarding “anti-bullying” to Kdg – 8th grades.

· Monsignor has approved fencing to be installed around the entire playground for the overall safety and protection of our children.
· Teachers have all been trained in the proper use of an epipen by our school nurse.

· The first mandated session for CPR/AED certification will begin tonight for all coaches and faculty.

· I have been pleased with the limited amount of parental traffic in the school building during the course of our school day.  Please remember – if you are visiting the school to drop something off for your child or a teacher , clearly explain who you are and who the delivery is for, in an appropriate manner to the secretaries.  Let us continue to work together as a school community, to keep our children safe.
Finally, I would like to invite each of you to join our children for the Feast of St. Theresa Mass at 8:00 AM on Monday, October 3rd.
